ARTIST TOURS

Join us as our young artists bring you on a journey of their art-making processes.

ART ACTIVITIES

We have organised activities at the Program Zone in the Jurong Regional Library for children in the making of art pieces inspired by the theme of Journey.  They will be held on Saturday & Sunday 10 & 11 March 2012. The art activities will be conducted by students from Swiss Cottage Secondary, Bukit Batok Secondary, Dunearn Secondary, Hillgrove Secondary & Yusof Ishak Secondary Schools. These activities are open for both students & the public. 

Schools who are interested to participate in the fringe activities can sign up for the activities, up to a maximum of 5 participants per school. Schools are allowed to register their students for only one day of the art activity.  
(a) The Finger Print Book Marks will be catered to the youngest participants. They can try to fill up the finger prints within the shape of a fairy tale character that they have read. 
(b) The Badge Design accompanied with a Scrap booking Activity is catered towards designing their own badges and they can choose to make a postcard to showcase their badge designs. 
(c) Wayang Kulit Puppet will be made through papercut. Students will be given art knife to cut out black papers to form puppet. These puppets cut are based on the children choice of having folklore or modern fairytale characters.

(d) Henna Art will lead participants to discover motif designs that are often used in fairy-tales.
